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The settlament of Jews in T.J., is not facilitated
by T.J. Governor encouraged by the Mandatory in

existing ecircumstances.
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To stop all immigration or to reduce it to very small
mimbers would end our trenbles with Arabs for nany a
long day. But to do so would be unjust to the Jews,
false to our commitments and, as you lmow, I consider
that adherence to our pledges is not only ethically
the right course for us to pursue, but is also the
course dictated by political foresight, I am therefore
still of opinion we should pus!: ahead 1n the Lhree
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directions I mentioned earlier in this and other

despatches.

If, however, in your view it is not possible to proceed
now with the proposals approved by H.M.G. for a IC,
then I agree that your suggestion of a R.C. is now

the wisest course to adopt.

In my despatch of the 18th April I submitted that the
terms of reference should inelude reference to the
questions of land sales and immigration as well as
that of the L.C.
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I also geal that the whole question of immigration is
growing more complex each year, and a R.C. would be
a suitable body to enquire and make recommendations
as to the future policy of G. on this matter,
ineluding the serious problem created by illegal

settlement.
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
